Translation of Karmavivaranasutram 

1. Thus explanation of Karma. 

2. Karma is based on the doer (karthaa). 

3. Dependent on Brahman. 

4. (has) Five parts. 

5. Doer, equipment, fruit, support and fate. 

6. Like a wheel (circular or vicious circle). 

7. From action fruit, from enjoyment of fruit action thus. 

8. Grows alone constantly. 

9. (is) Cause of discontentment and sorrow. 

10. (is of) Two types, with desire and without desire. 

11. Associated with desire for fruit is with desire. 

12. Without desire for fruit is without desire. 

13. Or devoid of doer and fruit. 

14. Such an action (without desire) is non-action alone, action-less thus famous. 

15. This alone (non-action) is knowledge. 

16. Brahman is the support of karma alone. 

17. In action the attitude of desirelessness, through desirelessness attitude 

actionlessness, therefore bliss. 

18. Thus said by Bhagavan and famous in Vedanta “explanation of karma” is 

bestower of bliss, bestower of ultimate bliss.
